●​ Bloom – an individual flower or single 
flower terminating a stem 

●​ Spray – terminal flowering growth 
consisting of one stem 

●​ Stem – The main axis of a plant above 
the soil line, leaf & flower bearing 

●​ Spike – an unbranched, elongated
